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Detailed course description

The course aims to introduce micro-and macro-economic processes of the regional economies with a special
focus on the spatial processes of intra and interregional economic flows and on the nodes of the spatial
economies. It discusses the related theoretical models and methods of analysis. Within the framework of regional
microeconomics it discusses fundamental problems of location theories and the several location factors
determining the location site selection decisions of the firms. It presents the competitive advantages of local
business and industrial concentrations, agglomerations and regional cluster formations
agglomeration effects) and local business networks.
